Diagnose and resolve plumbing issues such as leaks, blockages, and water pressure problems.
Ensure compliance with plumbing codes and standards during all installations and repairs.
Perform preventative maintenance on plumbing systems to reduce the need for emergency
repairs.

Prepare interior and exterior surfaces for painting by cleaning, sanding, and repairing any
imperfections.
